THE PITKIN FAMILY IN ENGLAND

The use of surnames in England followed the Nor@anquest in the late
eleventh century and the name Pitkin (with varispislling variations) appears
sporadically in church and other records over # several centuries. The family
seems to have originated from the area north oflbanparticularly from the villages of
Ilvinghoe and Bedford. A number of references tkif$ appear in the thirteenth-century
records of Hertfordshire and Buckinghamshire, iatiigy that the family was prominent

and held appointments under several sovereigns.

Pitkin history is linked inextricably with that d¢fie royal borough of
Berkhamsted, Hertfordshire, and in particular vidérkhamsted School, a prominent
English school for nearly five centuries and &{tant. Berkhamsted School traces its
origins to 1541 when John Incent, Dean of St. RaD#thedral in London, founded a free
grammar school in his hometown. It had the suppfltenry VIII, who provided an
endowment of £40 annually from funds of the disedlmonastery of the Fraternity of
St. John the Baptist. The school went by sevexales at different times, initially King
Henry VIl and later King Edward VI, before finalgettling on the name of the town in
which it is situated. It was only natural for cofeBerkhamsted’s prominent families to
align itself with the school.

Although there are periodic Pitkin referencestecat through various church
and governmental documents, it was not until 1630 one Pitkin is identified
consistently. The first reference to Willign®itkin records in that year his election as
churchwarden, and then subsequently election tweession of other positions,
including Burgess of the Borough and Bailiff or nay He was in attendance when the
Prince of Wales visited Berkhamsted in 1616. Higedf birth is not known but it must
have been around 1580.

William™s second son (and first to survive infancy) wadliam™ baptized
November 11, 1608. He was educated at BerkhanSstiedo! (as were his three younger
brothers, Francis, George, and John) and thennabifé&e College, Oxford, where he
matriculated in 1628 and received his M.A. in 16311633 or 1634, he married
Elizabeth (last name unknown) and she subsequieots/three children who survived
and at least one more who died in infancy. Eligaloéed in December, 1641, of

unknown causes.

On August 8, 1636, Williathwas appointed Headmaster of Berkhamsted School
(then known as the free school of King Edward ¥lposition he held until his death
seven years later. On the next following pagetigascript of the royal instrument
of his appointment. His term as Headmaster must baen difficult for, in addition to
his personal tragedies (death of an infant daught&640 and his wife a year later), the
English Civil War broke out in 1642. Williafs sympathies in that conflict are not
known, but his position as a royal appointee wauidggest leanings toward the King.

school probably remained open implies that he vesn overt Royalist.

The three now-orphaned children of Willidmwilliam® (born 1635), Roger (born
1638) and Martha (born 1639), were taken in byrthecle, Francis, who had assumed
the family leadership role. The two boys were atuertainly educated at Berkhamsted
School, although this cannot be verified becauserds for that time have been lost. In
1659, at the age of 24, Willidnemigrated to Hartford, Connecticut, where he watgah
“to be possessed of a fine education” in law amelingy. There is some indication that
he regarded the move as a temporary visit, butaretent he remained and became the
progenitor of the Pitkin family in America. Twoaws after the arrival of Williamin the
New World, his sister, Martha, joined him. Sheogianned a short visit, perhaps
intending to entice her brother to return to Endlarlowever, she so charmed the
population of the colony that the leaders decreedyabe found to keep her. As
described in the delightful article “On the WooioigMartha Pitkin,” young men actually
drew lots for the privilege of courting her. Theky winner was Simon Wolcott, with
whom she would found a family that would become oh€onnecticut's most

prominent, rivaled only by the Pitkins.
